COURSE OVERVIEW
Organizations create and collect large amounts of data (“Big Data”) from their daily operations.   The ability of an organization to analyze the large amounts of data collected to identify opportunities, problems and to improve decision making is critical to an organization’s success.  As a future accounting professional, it is important that you 
1. know how data is created, collected, stored, and accessed
2. understand and implement controls over the storage and use of the organization's data
3. know how to use this vast source of data to make better business decisions and identify potential risks
In order to help management to make better decisions, it is important that you develop the necessary skill set to analyze the large amounts of data that are collected.   Use of data analytics can be: 
1. Descriptive
2. Diagnostic
3. Predictive
4. Prescriptive
This course will expose you to various tools and techniques that are used to analyze the data collected.  The course will also expose you to some of the common software packages currently used in organizations to analyze data.
COURSE GOAL AND OBJECTIVES:
1. Develop a decision-making framework.
2. Understand how data is collected, created, stored, and shared by technology
3. Understand the processes need to develop, report, and analyze business data.
4. Understand how managers use business analytics to formulate and solve business problems.
5. Understand and identify business risks and ethical issues related to data collection, storage, and use.
COMPUTER TECHNOLOGY
